Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ,

It is voting time for us as a state and country. If we haven't done so yet,
those who can do so should vote this coming Tuesday and do so with a
well-formed conscience. As Catholic Christians, we should vote to sup-
port policies that protect life, promote human dignity, and enhance the
common good of all of society especially when it comes to the most
vulnerable. Recently I saw a list online that articulates some of my
thoughts on the matter and I believe it is a good guide for us who put
God first in our lives. The credit goes to Brian Zahnd for this Christian
Voter’s Guide and to Guinevere Norman for sharing it on her wall.

e The political process, while necessary, has little to do with how
God is saving the world.

e The fate of the kingdom of God does not depend on political con-
tests.

e Don’t be naive, political parties are more interested in Christian
votes than they are in Christian values.

e The bottom line for political parties is power. The bottom line for a
Christian is love. And therein lies the rub.

e  While in pursuit of the Ring of Power, you are not permitted to
abandon the Sermon on the Mount.

e If your political passion makes it hard for you to love your neighbor
as yourself you have to turn it down a notch.

e  Your task is to bring the salt of Christian civility to an ugly and
acrimonious political process.

e To dismember the body of Christ over politics is a grievous sin.

e  Exercise your liberty to vote your conscience and conviction, while
others will do the same and vote differently than you.
e It’s more important that your soul be filled with love than it is for
your political team to win the game.
More than politicians or policies, what we need today are saints. What
we need are holy men and women who hunger and thirst for righteous-
ness whatever the consequences may be. Because our life as Christians
is not about a battle for power. It is about the power of the Gospel work-
ing through us. The grace and power of God can work through us to
transform our families, our societies, and our world if we persevere with
courage and love. Let’s do that regardless of the political outcome
ahead.
